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2. The AS02 shim – (RFI sheet)

To aid system designers and equipment vendors, the AS02 specification contains a number of parameters that may be tailored on an installation – by – installation basis. This shim is essentially the local constraints that apply in a facility. The shim specification is important because it defines to equipment vendors the areas where configuration is required by the equipment. It defines within a facility the range of essence types that are allowed and the rules on whether or not essence should include checksums and metadata.
Over time a shim specification may change. For that reason an identifier for the shim specification should be placed in the files by AS02 creation equipment.

The sections below are organized as a sheet to be filled in by a system designer who is constraining their system. An example of a completed shim is given in the annexes.
